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Cole House: D. Young inquired regards progress with Cole

House renovations. Noted that clearing out of the area is

being done. Stairs on the school side of the building have to
be built, as well as deck on the side of the building where

the concession stand will be. It was gtressed that there are no
restroom facilities or handicap access at the Cole House.

4.2 L. Conlan, EKES Staff here to inform the Board that (in
discussions with J. Eaves) she would 1ike to find more time in the
day to provide more education in her kindergarten classes,
especially for more computer teaching. She proposes to expand her
schedule to (perhaps) two 3 hour days and three 2.5 hour days per
class. At this point, this is simply an F-Y-I issue.

Brain Based Research: L. Conlan is asking the Board to consider
funding her attendance at a 4 day conference. J. Frew noted that
in a questionnaire to SAU professional staff, there is a great
deal of interest in this issue. J. Eaves stated that it is
planned that L. Conlan will obtain the expertise to then educate
others in the SAU in this new concept.. The cost for L. Conlan to
attend this conference will be somewhere in the neighborhood of
$1500. to $2000. J. Frew and J. Eaves both support this request.
